I refer to our telephone conversation today, and confirm that if you require an earlier start than the 15th august, you just call the nursery school and arrange it with them.  The nursery school manager at Isbjørnen is Anette Solbakk, telephone: 776 03950.





Here follows some of the practical information I told you about:





The opening hours are from 7.15 a.m. to 16.45 p.m. monday through friday. The nursery school closes on all red letter days.





When a child starts at our nursery school, we like to ask one of the parents to come and stay with the child a few hours, the first couple of days.  This makes it easier for the child to adapt to a new environment and eases the process of getting to know the facilities. With a parent present, it enhances the child’s sense of security, and it helps in the process of getting to know the adults and children who are there.  The added benefit for the parents is that they get to know a little of the nursery’s routines and practises, and of course, they to get to know the staff and children as well.





The children who arrive at the nursery between 07.15 a.m. and 08.30 a.m., may eat breakfast here.  However, they must bring the breakfast with them from home.  The rest of the meals are included in the nursery school fee.  





We take aim at spending a considerable amount of time outdoors, so the children must have clothes and shoes suitable for the weather conditions available here at all times.  The children must also have a spare set of clothes permanently available in the nursery.  (Everything from mittens, underwear, jumper, trousers, tights, socks and woollen socks.  Woollen socks are called «lester» in Norwegian and they are necessary also when it rains, to keep the feet warm in rubber boots.)
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Children who use nappies must also have towels, flannels, nappies and lotion with them from home.  We would  like to remind you how important it is for children to be protected against harmful radiation from the sun or  skin exposure during extreme cold periods.  We would therefore encourage parents to either apply sun lotion/cold cream before the child comes to the nursery, or to leave a bottle here for the staff to apply.  (Remember to label the bottle/tube with the child’s name).





So that both you and we can identify and keep clothes/shoes in order, it is important that everything is labelled.  You can buy name tags for this purpose, either to iron on or to sew on the clothes.  Alternatively, on boots/shoes and rain clothes you can use a permanent marker pen.  We have coupons for ordering name tags in the nursery school.


In short, anything that the child takes to the nursery school must be labelled.  We take this opportunity to emphasise that the staff can not take responsibility for cuddly toys or other things/equipment that the children may bring with them.





The child’s contact person will greet you on your first day here, and will endeavour to help you and your child get settled in here.  A named staff member will be yours and your child’s primary contact in the nursery school.  However, you are welcome at all times to confer and contact any member of the staff, should you have any queries or comments.
